Industrial action by the National Education Union on Tuesday 2nd May 

 

I am writing to inform you about arrangements for 2nd May. This action arises from a dispute between the 
government and the NEU over teachers’ pay and school funding at a national level. 

Sturminster Newton High School will be open to all students in Years 11, 12 and 13 taking public exams this 
summer and school transport will be provided for all students in this category as normal. Students will be expected 
to wear school uniform as normal.  

The school will be closed to all students in years 7,8,9,10 and those year 12 not doing public exams this summer. 

The school canteen will be open to students in year 11, 12, and 13 with a limited service.  

I have not taken this decision lightly. Our priority is to ensure a safe and secure environment for students and based 
on the information available we would be unable to provide this with the staff we have on site and available to work. 

Staff who are not taking industrial action will set work on google classroom so students will be able to log on from 
home but there will be no live lessons. I would ask that all students check google classroom and complete work 
set. Work will not be set by staff taking industrial action.
